ULM LIBRARY 
GROUP STUDY ROOM POLICY

The purpose of providing rooms is to support group study.  Other uses, such as committee
meetings are allowed but not encouraged.  Off campus groups who wish to use facilities
must contact the Student Affairs Office.  Fraternities are not allowed to meet in the study
rooms.  They should contact the Student Development Office to obtain information on

meeting rooms.

Rooms may be scheduled for no more than four hours and
may not be renewed.

Rooms may be scheduled for no less than two and not more
than ten people.

THE FOLLOWING POLICIES APPLY TO GROUP STUDY ROOMS:
1.     Students and employees must present a valid ULM I.D. in order to

        obtain a room key.
2.     Behavior should be quiet and conducive to study.

3.     No uncovered beverage containers, food, tobacco, or obstruction of glass in door will be

        allowed; violation of this policy will result in all Circulation and room

        use privileges being blocked for the remainder of the semester.

4.     Group study room reservations will be held for no longer than ten minutes

        beyond the scheduled time.  At that time, the room will be released to other
        study groups.
5.     Library staff reserves the right to enter a group study room at any time.

        Items left in a study room will be removed by staff if the room is left

        unattended.

6      Study room keys must not be taken from the Library.

7.     Overdue fine for keys returned late is $.60 per hour or portion of hour.
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
